Standard procedures for application to change a specialty of training during Higher Physician Training (HPT)  
As from 1 January 2012, withdrawal from training in AIM and Geriatric Medicine as broad-based specialty is not allowed. 
(1) 
All applicants who wish to apply for withdrawal from training in a specialty should 
(i) Fill in the enclosed Application Form (Section A, Part 1 and seek approval from Chief of Service to complete Part 2 of Ref no. WithdrawalF 291013), and 

(ii) Send cc copies of Section A of WithdrawalF 291013 to the individuals specified. 
(2)
All Specialty Boards/Subcommittees should reply directly to the applicants on their decisions to approve/reject the applications using Form WithdrawalF291013 and send cc copies to the individuals specified on the Form. 
(3)
After approval is obtained, the applicants should submit their proposed (updated) HPT Trainee Registries and completed Section A of Application Form (Ref no. ApplicationF 291013) to the prospective Specialty Boards/Subcommittees for acceptance into the new specialties.

(4) 
The relevant Specialty Boards should 

(i) Directly reply to the applicants on their decisions to approve/reject the applications, and 

(ii) Send cc copies to the individuals specified by completing Section B of the Application Form (Ref no. ApplicationF 291013).

After approval, applicants should send their HPT Trainee Registry together with Application Form (Ref no. NewF291013) to the College Secretariat for onward processing.
